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"LA VOZ DEL PASTOR"

Jesus es el pastor, pero también la puerta del redil. En un mundo que se plantea interrogantes
urgentes, Jesus es la respuesta que da sentido a nuestra existencia, el maestro que nos ensena la auténtica
verdad, la tnica puerta de acceso a la felicidad y a la vida. "El que entra por mi se salvara", nos dice
claramente.

El mundo de hoy necesita al Buen Pastor; necesita su presencia, su amor y sus cuidados, porque se
estda muriendo de sed. Abundan los asalariados que estan con las ovejas por dinero, por intereses
personales. Abundan los lobos que hacen estragos irreparables entre nifios y adultos, en la television y en
los medios de comunicacion contaminados con basura y armas de destruccion masiva de valores, sin
caminos de verdad y vida; lobos de corrupcion, leyes que pervierten, politicos que implantan leyes de
muerte. Abundan los pozos de aguas envenenadas de materialismo y consumismo. Abundan las ideologias
vacias de sentido. Ahora mas que nunca necesitamos rezar con el salmo: "El Sefior es mi Pastor, nada me
falta. Aunque vaya por cafiadas oscuras, nada temo".

Jesiis nos conoce por nuestro nombre como el pastor a sus ovejas: Conoce a todas y a cada una,
con el corazén. Para Dios no somos un niimero, somos un nombre y apellidos, un hijo. Cuando nos
sintamos solos en medio de la multitud, pensemos en Aquel que nos conoce personalmente. No estoy solo
en el mundo, hay alguien que siempre piensa en mi, que me ama, que me mira, que vive pendiente de mi.

El momento en que los cristianos "escuchamos su voz" es en la Eucaristia. Alli ponemos atencién a lo
que nos dice y alli nos alimentamos con su Cuerpo y Sangre, cuando El como Buen Pastor, "nos da la vida
eterna". Examinémonos para ver si somos "buenas ovejas", buenos discipulos de Cristo, si tenemos una
relacion vital e interpersonal con €1, no sélo creyendo en €l sino siguiéndole e imitandole. Cristo nos dejo
su ejemplo para que podamos seguir sus huellas.
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"THE VOICE OF THE SHEPHERD"

Jesus is the Shepherd, but also the Gate of the sheepfold. In a world grappling with urgent
questions, Jesus is the answer that gives meaning to our existence—the Teacher who teaches us the
authentic truth, the sole gateway to happiness and to life. "Whoever enters through me will be saved," He
clearly tells us.

Today's world needs the Good Shepherd; it needs His presence, His love, and His care, for it is
dying of thirst. Hired hands abound—those who stay with the sheep for money, for personal gain. Wolves
abound, wreaking irreparable havoc among children and adults alike—on television and in media outlets
polluted with refuse and weapons of mass destruction against values, offering no paths of truth or life;
wolves of corruption, laws that pervert, and politicians who enact laws of death. Wells of water poisoned
by materialism and consumerism abound. Ideologies devoid of meaning abound. Now, more than ever,
we need to pray with the Psalmist: "The Lord is my Shepherd; I shall not want. Even though I walk through
dark valleys, I fear no evil."

Jesus knows us by name, just as a shepherd knows his sheep: He knows each and every one of
us—with His very heart. To God, we are not merely a number; we are a name and a surname—a beloved
child. Whenever we feel alone amidst the crowd, let us think of the One who knows us personally. I am
not alone in this world; there is Someone who is always thinking of me, who loves me, who watches over
me, and whose attention is constantly fixed upon me.

The moment in which we Christians "hear His voice" is during the Eucharist. There, we listen
attentively to what He tells us, and there we are nourished by His Body and Blood—as He, the Good
Shepherd, "grants us eternal life." Let us examine ourselves to see if we are "good sheep"—faithful
disciples of Christ—and if we maintain a vital, interpersonal relationship with Him: not merely believing
in Him but actively following and imitating Him. Christ left us His example so that we might follow in
His footsteps.

First Reading — Acts of the Apostles 2:14a, 36-41

Then Peter stood up with the Eleven, raised his voice, and proclaimed: "Let the whole house of Israel know for
certain that God has made both Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified." Now when they heard this, they
were cut to the heart, and they asked Peter and the other apostles, "What are we to do, my brothers?" Peter said
to them, "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins;
and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. For the promise is made to you and to your children and to all
those far off, whomever the Lord our God will call." He testified with many other arguments, and was exhorting
them, "Save yourselves from this corrupt generation." Those who accepted his message were baptized, and about
three thousand persons were added that day. The word of the Lord. “Thanks be to God.”

Second Reading — 1 Peter 2:20b-25
Beloved: If you are patient when you suffer for doing what is good, this is a grace before God. For to this you have
been called, because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example that you should follow in his footsteps. He
committed no sin, and no deceit was found in his mouth. When he was insulted, he returned no insult; when he suffered,
he did not threaten; instead, he handed himself over to the one who judges justly. He himself bore our sins in his body
upon the cross, so that, free from sin, we might live for righteousness. By his wounds you have been healed. For you

had gone astray like sheep, but you have now returned to the shepherd and guardian of your souls.
The Word of the Lord. “Thanks be to God.”

Gospel — John 10:1-10
Jesus said: "Amen, amen, I say to you, whoever does not enter a sheepfold through the gate but climbs over elsewhere
is a thief and a robber. But whoever enters through the gate is the shepherd of the sheep. The gatekeeper opens it for
him, and the sheep hear his voice, as the shepherd calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he has driven
out all his own, he walks ahead of them, and the sheep follow him, because they recognize his voice. But they will not
follow a stranger; they will run away from him, because they do not recognize the voice of strangers." Although Jesus
used this figure of speech, the Pharisees did not realize what he was trying to tell them. So, Jesus said again, "Amen,
amen, [ say to you, I am the gate for the sheep. All who came before me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not
listen to them. I am the gate. Whoever enters through me will be saved, and will come in and go out and find pasture.
A thief comes only to steal and slaughter and destroy; I came so that they might have life and have it more abundantly."
The Gospel of the Lord. “Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.”

Nicene Creed: I believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all things visible and invisible.
