Este evangelio ;Es el relato de un milagro? No, Juan cuenta el milagro en un par de versiculos de
los cuarenta y uno que tiene la narracion. Lo que Juan va describiendo muy despacio es el proceso de la
fe. Al principio todos estan ciegos; al final, s6lo uno ha sido curado y los demas siguen ciegos. El ciego
sale de la noche cuando confiesa su fe: "jCreo en ti Sefior!"; en cambio los judios se sumergen en la noche
cuando condenan al Sefior: "jEse Jests es un pecador!". Quién mas, quién menos, todos estamos en una
situacion de penumbra o de tiniebla: Tenemos dudas, soledad, desorientacion, busqueda, confusion de
ideas.

iQué dificil es que vean los que no quieren ver, los que presumen de ver, los que estan interesados
en que no haya més luz que la de sus ojos, los que no saben dudar ni preguntar! No ven, no quieren ver,
no dejan ver. ;Como podran ser iluminados por la luz del mundo? Reconozcamos nuestra ceguera y Cristo
nos iluminard, poco a poco, hasta llegar al pleno dia de su divina presencia.

Es necesario recorrer todo un camino de purificacion, ir despejando las tinieblas interiores, "lavar"
lo oscuro al contacto con la palabra de Jesus. El es la Luz que disipa toda tiniebla, vence a la muerte,
orienta y dirige, comunica la verdad, conduce a la salvacion y la alegria. Esto es lo que celebramos en
Pascua. Dentro de nosotros experimentamos la lucha de dos fuerzas, 1a luz y las tinieblas. De nosotros
depende la victoria de una de ellas.

En este mundo hay hombres, mujeres y nifios que son portadores de luz. Su simple presencia es
luz a su alrededor, incluso si no se dan cuenta. Ellos aman y lo expresan con su vida. Sé una persona
luminosa de virtudes y buenas obras. Quien hace el bien esta expuesto a menos peligros y la luz lo invade
casi siempre, incluso en los momentos de duda. Lucha, combate sin descanso. Asi se lo pedimos a Dios
en esta Misa. Asi sea.
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PURE EYES

Is this gospel all about a miracle? No, out of the 41 verses that make up this passage, only a few are
about the miracle. What John really wants to describe is the process of faith. In the beginning of the story,
all are blind — even those who think they can see; in the end, only one is cured and the rest are still blind.
The blind man steps into the light when he confesses his faith: “I believe in you, Lord!”” On the other hand,
the Jews are thrown into darkness when they condemn the Lord: ‘This Jesus is a sinner!” No matter who
we are, we are all in a place of darkness and gloom: we have doubts, loneliness, and disorientation; we
seek for an answer, but our ideas our still confused.

How hard it is for those who do not wish to see. How hard it is for those who think they can already
see, those who want no other light but their own, those who don’t know how to doubt or question! They
cannot see, they do not want to see, they do not allow themselves to see. How can they be enlightened by
the Light of the world? If we acknowledge our blindness, then Christ will enlighten us, little by little, until
we reach the fullness of day in His divine presence.

We must travel a long road of purification. We must shine light on all the dark places within us,
and we must “clean” them by contact with the word of Jesus. He is the Light that overcomes all darkness,
He conquers death, He guides and directs us, He communicates the truth, and He leads us to salvation and
joy. This is what we celebrate at Easter. In our own selves we experience this battle between two forces:
Light and darkness. The victory of one over the other depends on us.

In this world there are men, women, and children who are bringers of light. Their very presence
gives light to all those around them, even when they do not realize it. They love and they show this love
with their lives. Be a person full of light, full of virtues and good works. If you do good, you will be
exposed to less danger and the Light will fill you always, even in moments of doubt. Fight, do battle
without rest. This is the grace we ask for in this Mass. Amen.

therefore, I ask blessed Mary Ever-Virgin, all the Angels and Saints, and you, my brothers and sisters, to pray for me to the Lord
our God.

you take away the sins of the world, receive our prayer; you are seated at the right hand of the Father, have mercy on us. For you
alone are the Holy One, you alone are the Lord, you alone are the Most High, Jesus Christ, with the Holy Spirit, in the glory of
God the Father. Amen.

First Reading — 1 Samuel 16:1b, 6-7, 10-13a

The LORD said to Samuel: "Fill your horn with oil, and be on your way. I am sending you to Jesse of Bethlehem, for I
have chosen my king from among his sons." As Jesse and his sons came to the sacrifice, Samuel looked at Eliab and
thought, "Surely the LORD's anointed is here before him." But the LORD said to Samuel: "Do not judge from his
appearance or from his lofty stature, because I have rejected him. Not as man sees does God see, because man sees the
appearance but the LORD looks into the heart." In the same way Jesse presented seven sons before Samuel, but Samuel
said to Jesse, "The LORD has not chosen any one of these." Then Samuel asked Jesse, "Are these all the sons you have?"
Jesse replied, "There is still the youngest, who is tending the sheep." Samuel said to Jesse, "Send for him; we will not begin
the sacrificial banquet until he arrives here." Jesse sent and had the young man brought to them. He was ruddy, a youth
handsome to behold and making a splendid appearance. The LORD said, "There—anoint him, for this is the one!" Then
Samuel, with the horn of oil in hand, anointed David in the presence of his brothers; and from that day on, the spirit of the
LORD rushed upon David. The word of the Lord. “Thanks be to God.”

Second Reading — Ephesians 5:8-14
Brothers and sisters: You were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Live as children of light, for light produces every
kind of goodness and righteousness and truth. Try to learn what is pleasing to the Lord. Take no part in the fruitless works of
darkness; rather expose them, for it is shameful even to mention the things done by them in secret; but everything exposed by the
light becomes visible, for everything that becomes visible is light. Therefore, it says: "Awake, O sleeper, and arise from the dead,
and Christ will give you light."  The Word of the Lord. “Thanks be to God.”

Gospel — John 9:1, 6-9, 13-17, 34-38

As Jesus passed by, he saw a man blind from birth. He spat on the ground and made clay with the saliva, and smeared the
clay on his eyes, and said to him, “Go wash in the Pool of Siloam” — which means Sent —. So, he went and washed, and
came back able to see. His neighbors and those who had seen him earlier as a beggar said, “Isn’t this the one who used to
sit and beg?” Some said, “It is, “but others said, “No, he just looks like him.” He said, “I am.” They brought the one who
was once blind to the Pharisees. Now Jesus had made clay and opened his eyes on a sabbath. So, then the Pharisees also
asked him how he was able to see. He said to them, “He put clay on my eyes, and I washed, and now I can see.” So, some
of the Pharisees said, “This man is not from God, because he does not keep the sabbath.” But others said, “How can a sinful
man do such signs?” And there was a division among them. So, they said to the blind man again, “What do you have to
say about him, since he opened your eyes?” He said, “He is a prophet.” They answered and said to him, “You were born
totally in sin, and are you trying to teach us?” Then they threw him out. When Jesus heard that they had thrown him out,
he found him and said, “Do you believe in the Son of Man?” He answered and said, “Who is he, sir, that I may believe in
him?” Jesus said to him, “You have seen him, and the one speaking with you is he.” He said, “I do believe, Lord,” and he
worshiped him. "The Gospel of the Lord. “Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.”

Nicene Creed: I believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all things visible and
invisible. I believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, the Only Begotten Son of God, born of the Father before all ages. God from
God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, consubstantial with the Father; through him all things
were made. For us men and for our salvation he came down from heaven, and by the Holy Spirit was incarnate of the Virgin
Mary, and became man. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate, he suffered death and was buried, and rose
again on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures. He ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the
Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead and his kingdom will have no end. I believe in the
Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son is
adored and glorified, who has spoken through the prophets. I believe in one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church. I confess
one Baptism for the forgiveness of sins and I look forward to the resurrection of the dead and the life of the world to come.

Evangelio- Juan 9, 1. 6-9. 13-17. 34-38

En aquel tiempo, Jesus vio al pasar a un ciego de nacimiento. Escupi6 en el suelo, hizo lodo con la saliva, se lo puso
en los ojos al ciego y le dijo: “Ve a lavarte en la piscina de Siloé” (que significa ‘Enviado’). El fue, se lavo y volvié
con vista. Entonces los vecinos y los que lo habian visto antes pidiendo limosna, preguntaban: “;No es éste el que se
sentaba a pedir limosna?” Unos decian: “Es el mismo”. Otros: “No es él, sino que se le parece”. Pero él decia: “Yo
soy”. Llevaron entonces ante los fariseos al que habia sido ciego. Era sdbado el dia en que Jesus hizo lodo y le abrid
los ojos. También los fariseos le preguntaron como habia adquirido la vista. El les contesto: “Me puso lodo en los
ojos, me lavé y veo”. Algunos de los fariseos comentaban: “Ese hombre no viene de Dios, porque no guarda el
sabado”. Otros replicaban: “;Como puede un pecador hacer semejantes prodigios?” Y habia division entre ellos.
Entonces volvieron a preguntarle al ciego: “Y t0, ;qué piensas del que te abrié los ojos?” El les contestd: “Que es un
profeta”. Le replicaron: “Tu eres puro pecado desde que naciste, ;como pretendes darnos lecciones?” Y lo echaron
fuera. Supo Jesus que lo habian echado fuera, y cuando lo encontré, le dijo: “;Crees t en el Hijo del hombre?” El
contesto: “;Y quién es, Sefor, para que yo crea en ¢1?” Jesus le dijo: “Ya lo has visto; el que esta hablando contigo,
ése es”. El dijo: “Creo, Sefior”. Y postrandose, lo adord. Palabra del Senor. “Gloria a ti, Sefior Jesus.”

Credo: Creo en un solo Dios, Padre Todopoderoso, Creador del cielo y de la tierra, de todo lo visible y lo invisible.
Creo en un solo Sefior, Jesucristo, Hijo tinico de Dios, nacido del Padre antes de todos los siglos: Dios de Dios, Luz de Luz,
