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La Iglesia dedica el primer dia del afio a su Madre, como Madre de Dios, con la esperanza de que ella nos lleve de
la mano hasta el altimo dia del afio. El afio es una analogia de la vida cristiana. San Lucas contempla a Maria con
el nifo entre sus brazos. ¢Qué historias se le estarian revelando? La pelicula de la vida que comienza va a estar

marcada por el amor y el dolor, ingredientes necesarios del misterio de la redencion. Y Maria ha sido elegida por
Dios para ser corredentora.

La vida es un tiempo que se nos concede para aprender a amar. La vida que se entrega es la Unica que se multiplica.
Al final de la vida s6lo tendremos el tiempo que hemos vivido para amar, para servir, para crecer, para sembrar la
paz y la felicidad. Sélo tendremos la cosecha de las semillas de bien. “Madre de Dios" es un titulo que desafia
nuestra razén humana. ¢Dios puede tener una madre, y mas todavia esta madre puede ser una criatura suya? San
Pablo ensefia: "Nacido de mujer”. Cuando Maria estrecha entre sus brazos al Hijo del Padre puede decirle con
ternura y verdad: "Hijo mio". Nuestra mente es demasiado pequefia para entender las cosas grandes que EIl hace.

La maternidad es el privilegio de Maria que encierra las demas prerrogativas: Es "Inmaculada™ porque Dios se
prepard un paraiso como madre; goza de la "Asuncion al cielo™ porque no podia conocer la corrupcion aquella que
ha engendrado al Autor de la vida. Es "Mediadora de la gracia" porque la que nos ha dado a Cristo, en El nos da
todo. Recordemos el célebre verso de Dante: "Virgen Madre, hija de tu Hijo". Los cristianos ho podemos quedarnos
en la contemplacion del misterio. En Maria el "don", lleva consigo una responsabilidad y una mision.

Hoy es también el dia internacional de la paz. De Maria aprendemos a vivir como si la paz del mundo dependiera
solamente de nosotros. Hay que realizar la pacificacion del mundo comenzando desde nuestro propio corazén.
Construir la paz en mi resolviendo mis conflictos interiores; luego la paz en la familia restaurando las pequefas
grietas. Este amor compartido se extiende después a circulos mas amplios y son capaces de cambiar el mundo.
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MARY MOTHER OF GOD

The Church dedicates the first day of the year to Mary, as Mother of God; with the hope that she will take us by the
hand all the way until the last day of the year. The year is an analogy of Christian life. St. Luke contemplates Mary
with the baby in her arms. Which stories are revealing to her? The movie of life that begins will be marked by love
and pain, necessary ingredients of the mystery of redemption. And Mary has been chosen by God to be co-redeemer.

Life is time given to us so we can learn to love. Life which is given is the only one that multiplies. At the end of
life, we will only hold the time we have lived to love, to serve, to grow, to sow peace and joy. We will only harvest
the seeds of goodwill. "Mother of God" is a title that defies our human reason. Can God have a Mother and a son?
Can His mother be one of His creatures? Saint Paul teaches: "Born of woman". When Mary holds tight in her arms
the Son of the Father, she can say to him tenderly and truthfully: "My Son". Our mind is too small to understand
the great things that He does.

Mary's maternity is the privilege that entails all the other prerogatives: She is "Immaculate” because God prepared
a paradise as a mother; she enjoys the "Assumption into Heaven™ because she who had given birth to the author of
life could not know corruption. She is the "Mediator of Grace" because she has given Christ to us, in Him she gives
us all. Let's remember Dante's verse: "Virgin Mother, daughter of your Son". As Christians we cannot remain still
in the contemplation of this mystery. In Mary, the "gift" brings a responsibility and a mission.

Today is also the International Day of Peace. From Mary we learn to live as if the peace of the world depended only
on us. We must bring about peace in the world, beginning in our own heart. Building peace can solve our interior
conflicts; then restoring peace in the family fixing small cracks. This love shared then grows into bigger and wider
circles that can change the world.
