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La parabola presenta dos sensibilidades diferentes, la del duefio paciente, prudente y sabio, y la de los siervos
impacientes. En el campo, que es el mundo y es nuestro corazon, se libra la lucha eterna de la humanidad entre el
bien y el mal. Esta evidencia podria llevarnos al desaliento, pero Jesus nos ensefia a ver las cosas con ojos de
esperanza y en ello nos revela el verdadero rostro de Dios, que es "clemente y rico en misericordia”. El bien
prevalecera siempre.

El hombre de nuestro tiempo busca resultados inmediatos, que hay que conseguir a toda costa y con el menor
esfuerzo; pero asi no nos salen las cuentas. Tenemos prisa y etiquetamos precipitadamente a los demas como
buenos y malos. Nos asusta pensar que el mal se difunde con rapidez y en cambio el bien no avanza. jQue facil es
caer en un estado de pesimismo y desesperacion! No nos resignamos a esperar tiempos largos para solucionar
nuestros problemas y cuestionamos a Dios.

Con el evangelio en la mano debemos recomponer el rostro misericordioso de Dios. Jesus es la imagen del Padre:
"el que me ve, ve a mi Padre; el que me escucha, escucha a mi Padre”. Dios tiene un corazén magnadnimo porque
nos da la posibilidad de arrepentirnos. Su paciencia es a la vez moderacion y clemencia. Como cantamos en el
salmo responsorial: "Es un Dios de piedad, lento a la ira y lleno de amor".

Junto a esta parabola, JesUs afiade otras dos que completan sus caracteristicas: la del grano de mostaza y la de la
levadura. Nos recuerda que el Reino tiene origenes insignificantes, pero capaces de revolucionar el mundo. Como
siempre, son los pequefios los que hacen ver la mano de Dios. De los primeros cristianos se decia: "Entre nosotros
hay sobre todo gente sencilla, ignorante, incapaz de demostrar con argumentos la verdad de nuestra doctrina; sin
embargo, procuramos mostrarla con nuestra propia vida™. "Es mejor ser cristiano sin decirlo, que decirlo sin serlo",
decia San Ignacio de Antioquia. Pidamos a Dios la gracia de convertimos en "Palabra de Dios para el mundo" con

el testimonio de nuestra vida.
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THE WHEAT AND THE WEEDS

This parable shows us two different approaches to things: the way of the patient, prudent, and wise master, and the
way of the impatient servants. The field is both the world and our own heart, where mankind’s eternal battle between
good and evil is fought. This prospect could easily lead us to discouragement, but Jesus teaches us to see all things
with the eyes of hope. This shows us the true face of God, who is “kind and rich in mercy”. In the end, good will
always prevail.

Modern man seeks immediate results, and he wants them at all costs and with the least amount of effort possible.
But this is not how things work! We rush into things and rashly judge others to be good or evil. It is frightening to
see those evil spreads so quickly while goodness makes no progress. It is so easy to fall into a state of pessimism
and despair! We have such a hard time waiting for solutions to our problems and we begin to question God.

With gospel in hand let us remake our image of the merciful face of God. Perhaps the image we have is a product
of our own state of emotion. Jesus is the image of the Father: “He who sees me sees my father; he who hears me
hears my father.” God has a magnanimous heart, and he always gives us the chance to repent and turn to him. His
patience is at once moderate and clement.

Together with this parable Jesus presents two others that complement its characteristics: the parable of the mustard
seed and the parable of the leaven. He reminds us that the Kingdom has a seemingly insignificant beginning but is
capable of revolutionizing the world. As always, the small ones among us help us see the hand of God. The first
Christians used to say, “Among us there are mostly simple people, unlearned and unable to demonstrate the truth
of our doctrine with sophisticated arguments; nevertheless, we strive to show it with our lives.” “It is better to be a
Christian without saying it, than to say you’re Christian and not be it,” St. Ignatius of Antioch used to say. And so,
we ask God for the grace of converting ourselves into the “Word of God for the world” by the testimony of our
lives.

He replied, 'No, if you pull up the weeds you might uproot the
wheat along with them. Let them grow together until harvest; then at harvest time | will say to the harvesters, "First collect
the weeds and tie them in bundles for burning; but gather the wheat into my barn."" He proposed another parable to them.
"The kingdom of heaven is like a mustard seed that a person took and sowed in a field. It is the smallest of all the seeds, yet
when full-grown it is the largest of plants. It becomes a large bush, and the 'birds of the sky come and dwell in its branches.™
He spoke to them another parable. "The kingdom of heaven is like yeast that a woman took and mixed with three measures
of wheat flour until the whole batch was leavened." All these things Jesus spoke to the crowds in parables. He spoke to them
only in parables, to fulfill what had been said through the prophet: I will open my mouth in parables, I will announce what
has lain hidden from the foundation of the world. Then, dismissing the crowds, he went into the house. His disciples
approached him and said, "Explain to us the parable of the weeds in the field." He said in reply, "He who sows good seed is
the Son of Man, the field is the world, the good seed the children of the kingdom. The weeds are the children of the evil one,
and the enemy who sows them is the devil. The harvest is the end of the age, and the harvesters are angels. Just as weeds
are collected and burned up with fire, so will it be at the end of the age. The Son of Man will send his angels, and they will
collect out of his kingdom all who cause others to sin and all evildoers. They will throw them into the fiery furnace, where
there will be wailing and grinding of teeth. Then the righteous will shine like the sun in the kingdom of their Father. Whoever
has ears ought to hear." The Gospel of the Lord. “Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.”
