JESUS ES LA LUZ DEL MUNDO
La semana pasada comenzamos a preguntarnos: ;Quién es Jesus? Juan nos dio la primera definicion:

"El cordero de Dios que quita el pecado del mundo". Hoy San Mateo afiade algo: "Jesus es la luz del
mundo".

Jests es la luz que ilumina la vida. "El que me sigue, no camina en la oscuridad, sino que tendra la
luz de la vida". Saber esto, mantiene lejos de nosotros el fantasma de la incertidumbre y nos alientan a
continuar en el camino que Jesus nos ha ensefiado. Cuando uno encuentra la luz comienza a ver todas las
cosas como nuevas. Asi es el proceso de la conversion. Todo cambia. Cambia nuestro corazon, nuestra
personalidad, nuestra forma de pensar, nuestro deseo de ser mejores.

Para poder ver, necesitamos encontrarnos personalmente con Jesus. Basta con estar atentos a su
llamado, porque El suele tomar la iniciativa. En el comienzo de su apostolado, el Sefior se dirigi6 a Galilea,
pueblo de paganos, cumpliendo la profecia de Isaias: "El pueblo sumido en las tinieblas vio una gran luz".
Pedro y su hermano Andrés fueron los primeros que entendieron que estar con Cristo era una gran cosa.
Luego los siguieron Juan y su hermano Santiago. Mientras estaban pescando escucharon una invitacion
sorprendente: "Seguidme, yo os haré pescadores de hombres".

Aprendamos de ellos a dar una respuesta inmediata a lo que Dios nos pide. Dice el Evangelio: "Dejaron
las redes inmediatamente y lo siguieron". La luz que también nos ofrece a nosotros, nos renueva y nos
convierte. Nos da una vida nueva que es la vida de los hijos de Dios. Es el milagro del Bautismo. La luz
de Cristo es un don que debemos cuidar y repartir haciendo realidad su promesa: "Vosotros sois la luz del
mundo, que vuestra luz resplandezca delante de los hombres para que vean vuestras buenas obras".
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JESUS IS THE LIGHT OF THE WORLD

Last week we began asking ourselves, ""Who is Jesus?" John gave us the first definition, "the Lamb
of God who takes away the sin of the world." Today St Matthew adds something: "Jesus is the light of the
world."

Jesus is the light that enlightens our life. "Whoever follows me does not walk in darkness, but will
have the light of life," Knowing this frees us from any shadow of doubt and they encourage us to continue
on the path that Jesus has taught us. When someone finds the light, everything seems new to them. This
is the process of conversion. Everything changes. Our heart changes, our personality, our way of thinking,
our desire to be better.

In order to see, we need to have a personal encounter with Jesus. We just need to be attentive to
his call, because he normally takes the initiative. At the start of his apostolate, Our Lord goes to Galilee,
a pagan land, to fulfill the prophecy of Isaiah, "A people in darkness has seen a great light." Peter and his
brother Andrew were the first ones who understood that being with Christ was something great. Then John
followed them, and his brother James. While they were fishing, they heard a surprising invitation, "Follow
me, and I will make you fishers of men."

Let us learn from them to give an immediate answer to what God asks of us. The Gospel tells us, "The
left their nets immediately, and followed him." The light is also offered to us, to renew us and convert
us. It gives us a new life which is the life of the children of God. This is the miracle of Baptism. The light
of Christ is a gift that we should take care of and spread, making his promise a reality, "You are the light
of the world, let your light shine before men that they may see the good that you do."

First Reading — Isaiah 8:23-9:3
First the Lord degraded the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali; but in the end he has glorified the seaward
road, the land west of the Jordan, the District of the Gentiles. Anguish has taken wing, dispelled is darkness: for
there is no gloom where but now there was distress. The people who walked in darkness have seen a great light;
upon those who dwelt in the land of gloom a light has shone. You have brought them abundant joy and great
rejoicing, as they rejoice before you as at the harvest, as people make merry when dividing spoils. For the yoke
that burdened them, the pole on their shoulder, and the rod of their taskmaster you have smashed, as on the day
of Midian. The word of the Lord. “Thanks be to God.”

Second Reading — 1 Corinthians 1:10-13, 17
I urge you, brothers and sisters, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you agree in what you say, and that
there be no divisions among you, but that you be united in the same mind and in the same purpose. For it has been
reported to me about you, my brothers and sisters, by Chloe’s people, that there are rivalries among you. I mean that
each of you is saying, “I belong to Paul,” or “I belong to Apollos,” or “I belong to Cephas,” or “I belong to Christ.” Is
Christ divided? Was Paul crucified for you? Or were you baptized in the name of Paul? For Christ did not send me to
baptize but to preach the gospel, and not with the wisdom of human eloquence, so that the cross of Christ might not be
emptied of its meaning. The Word of the Lord. “Thanks be to God.”

Gospel — Matthew 4:12-23
When Jesus heard that John had been arrested, he withdrew to Galilee. He left Nazareth and went to live in
Capernaum by the sea, in the region of Zebulun and Naphtali, that what had been said through Isaiah the prophet
might be fulfilled: Land of Zebulun and land of Naphtali, the way to the sea, beyond the Jordan, Galilee of the
Gentiles, the people who sit in darkness have seen a great light, on those dwelling in a land overshadowed by
death light has arisen. From that time on, Jesus began to preach and say, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is
at hand.” As he was walking by the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon who is called Peter, and his
brother Andrew, casting a net into the sea; they were fishermen. He said to them, “Come after me, and I will
make you fishers of men.” At once they left their nets and followed him. He walked along from there and saw
two other brothers, James, the son of Zebedee, and his brother John. They were in a boat, with their father
Zebedee, mending their nets. He called them, and immediately they left their boat and their father and followed
him. He went around all of Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, proclaiming the gospel of the kingdom, and
curing every disease and illness among the people. The Gospel of the Lord. “Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.”

Nicene Creed: I believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all things visible and
invisible. I believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, the Only Begotten Son of God, born of the Father before all ages. God
from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, consubstantial with the Father; through him
all things were made. For us men and for our salvation he came down from heaven, and by the Holy Spirit was incarnate
of the Virgin Mary, and became man. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate, he suffered death and was
buried, and rose again on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures. He ascended into heaven and is seated at the
right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead and his kingdom will have no
end. I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the
Father and the Son is adored and glorified, who has spoken through the prophets. I believe in one, holy, catholic and
apostolic Church. I confess one Baptism for the forgiveness of sins and I look forward to the resurrection of the dead
and the life of the world to come. Amen.

Evangelio- Mateo 4, 12-23

Al enterarse Jesus de que Juan habia sido arrestado, se retir6 a Galilea, y dejando el pueblo de Nazaret, se fue a
vivir a Cafarnaum, junto al lago, en territorio de Zabuldn y Neftali, para que asi se cumpliera lo que habia
anunciado el profeta Isaias: Tierra de Zabulon y Neftali, camino del mar, al otro lado del Jordan, Galilea de los
paganos. El pueblo que caminaba en tinieblas vio una gran luz. Sobre los que vivian en tierra de sombras una
luz resplandeci6. Desde entonces comenzé Jesus a predicar, diciendo: “Conviértanse, porque ya estd cerca el
Reino de los cielos”. Una vez que Jesiis caminaba por la ribera del mar de Galilea, vio a dos hermanos, Simoén,
llamado después Pedro, y Andrés, los cuales estaban echando las redes al mar, porque eran pescadores. Jesus les
dijo: “Siganme y los haré pescadores de hombres”. Ellos inmediatamente dejaron las redes y lo siguieron.
Pasando mas adelante, vio a otros dos hermanos, Santiago y Juan, hijos de Zebedeo, que estaban con su padre
en la barca, remendando las redes, y los llam6 también. Ellos, dejando enseguida la barca y a su padre, lo
siguieron. Andaba por toda Galilea, ensenando en las sinagogas y proclamando la buena nueva del Reino de
Dios y curando a la gente de toda enfermedad y dolencia. Palabra del Sefior. “Gloria a ti, Seiior Jesus.”
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Credo: Creo en un solo Dios, Padre Todopoderoso, Creador del cielo y de la tierra, de todo lo visible y lo
invisible. Creo en un solo Sefior, Jesucristo, Hijo tnico de Dios, nacido del Padre antes de todos los siglos: Dios de
